Call the Doctor if...  your child shows any of the following symptoms 

 
 Fever  

o Anytime temperature of 38°C/101°F or above. 

 Low White Cells 

o Shaking, chills (child feels cold or can not stop shivering) 

o Any areas of redness, swelling, or pain especially at central line site. 

 Low Platelets 

o Blood in urine, vomit, or bowel movement 

o Bloody nose or gums that can NOT be stopped after 15 minutes of constant 
pressure. 

o Petechiae which are tiny pink or purple freckle spots that appear on the skin. 

 Belly Issues 

o Excessive nausea or vomiting 

o Poor urine output 

o Refusal to drink liquids 

o No bowel movements or small hard bowel movements for 3 days or more 

o Diarrhea more than 3 times a day 

o Pain with bowel movements 

 Medicine and other concerns 

o Missed one or more doses of medicine, especially oral chemotherapy. For 
example prednisone. 

o Chicken Pox or exposure to chicken pox 

o Any unusual or severe pain 

o Any concerns – Please speak up with any concerns about your child
